For Latinos and African Americans 
the rate approaches an alarming 50%.  Students from 
the lowest income quarter are more than six times as 
likely to drop out of high school as students from the 
highest. (p.32)



Statement of Problem cont.

·An alarming percentage of students who are low-
income, first-generation and minority are dropping 
out of high school across the nation.  Indiana is facing 
the same issue; their dropout rate is fourth from the 
bottom in the state. Yet, Upward Bound Programs are 
graduating and achieving admission into college for 
these very students who are least likely to succeed.
